
We bel ieve that if nothing 
is done for chi ldren, with 
l imitation of movements 
and lockdown measures, 

hunger is l i kely to ki l l more 
than the coronavi rus.

We observed that 
the preventive measures 
taken by the authorities 

easi ly push working chi ldren 
in confl ict with the 

law,These measures are
 in confl ict with them. 

We chi ldren who l ive in the
rura l areas are even more

affected because away from 
the media that broadcast 
news about the pandemic 
and preventive measures

We had activities that a l lowed 
us to survive or to get tra ined. 

But with the coronavi rus, a l l 
chi ldren are impacted by

COVID-19. Working chi ldren 
who l ive from dai ly activities 

(barmen, pick-up and
traders of scrap metal, etc) 

are even more so!! ! !
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In this period of health crisis due to the Coronavirus pandemic - COVD 19, the AMWCY, in 
order to listen to children and better understand the challenges they face and the actions 
they develop, organised a zoom call with the support of Enda Youth in Action, its support 
structure. Nineteen (19) countries out of 28 took part with about 50 children and youth. 
Below are the key points that emerged from the exchanges.
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Our observations



No going out, no
 recreation or game 
for chi ldren, or it is 

done i l legal ly without 
COVID-19 prevention 

measures.

We working chi ldren 
and youth are observing 
an increase in violence 

against chi ldren, especia l ly 
with parents who above 

choice are obl iged to see 
them at home al l the time 

and stressed by the 
needs of chi ldren.

We have observed that food 
donations to fami l ies have not 

positively d iscriminated 
in favor of working chi ldren 

and thei r fami l ies, whi le many 
of them have lost thei r

 l ivel i hood activities. 

We appreciate the onl ine 
courses, they are a good 
alternative to the school 

closures, but they leave too 
many chi ldren and youth 
behind, those of fami l ies

 without a television set, or 
multimedia phones don’t
take advantage of them.. 

In our fami l ies 
without a fixed income,
 we chi ldren have fa l len 

further into another precarious 
situation and are even more

vulnerable, with activities that 
are not very recommended, 
sometimes in the streets.
